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This week, I tried messing around with the voice software demo.  It allows users to say a word and name it.  Then you may use these commands in your application.  I am still trying to figure it out completely.  We found documentation for the RSC 364 microcontroller and will be reading it this week.  I received the following email from sensory Inc and am still waiting for a response from Innotech Syems Inc regarding the inputs for the learning remote.  Here is the email correspondence I received this week.
